   In America students do things to get money for things they would like to do.  For example a class may want to take a class trip to Zhang1 Jia1 Jie4 for a weekend.  The class members do things to get money to pay for the class trip.  They things they do are called fund raisers.  For example the students may have a car wash at the school to raise money.  The students bring soap, buckets and wash towels from home and wash cars for a small cost.  

    A fund raiser is a way to get money.  The students may want to buy uniforms for the girls volleyball team.  The girls get together and think of some way to raise the money.  What they do is called a fund raiser.

   The school is having an English Contest and it would be good to have a nice prize for the winners.  Money could be raised with a fund raiser.  One type of fund raising event is to ask for money from people.  The people who give the money are called sponsors of the event.  They give money because they think the event is good and they want to help it.  Not everyone would want to give money but many would.  

     Whether they give or not depends on what they think about the event so a great deal depends on the way the event is told to them.  The fund raising person who tells them about the event is important because he or she makes the event real for the giver.  The fund raising person represents the event.  In the case of the English Contest the fund raising person represents the school so must act in a very polite way. 

   Participating in fund raiser is a good way to talk to adults in another way and a good social experience.  The fund raising person must be polite and speak well.  They must present the event in a clear and interesting way to the giver.  

Presenting your self at a shop:

1. Make sure the person you speak to is free.  Do not interrupt them if they are talking to someone else.

2. First introduce yourself.  “My name is Xuan Han.  I am a student at No. 1 Middle School”.  

3. “I would like to speak to the store owner or manager about an event we are having at the school”.

4.  Politely ask “Who is the person in charge” or “Could you please tell me who is in charge”.  

Speaking to the owner or manager:

1. “Hello, my name is Xuan Han.”  “My school is having an English Speaking Contest and I would like to speak to you about it.”

2.  “The students are trying to raise money for a present to honor the winner of the English Speaking Contest. We are going around to the shops and businesses and asking for donations for a prize.”

3. “We are also trying to raise the awareness of the importance of English in Changde.”

4. If the person seems confused ask them if they know what an English Speaking Contest is.  Explain what it is if they do not know.

5. “Can you make a small contribution to the English Speaking Contest fund?

6. No matter what the answer is thank them very much and be very polite.  If a customer comes in or the owner or manager gets busy do not interrupt him and wait until he is done before you continue.
