A person is an individual, A person has a life of their own which is theirs to enjoy.  You make choices about how you will live your life.  As a student and young person your choices are limited and your individuality is restricted but you still make choices.  As you grow and become more responsible you make more choices on your own.

Acting on your own, doing things you like because you choose them.  You might go to a movie with your friends because they want to go.  If you decide not to go to the movie and do something else your acting on your own.

Mature, to be sensible and behaving like a grown-up person, to become fully grown.

Immature, rather silly and behaving in a way which is only suitable for someone much younger.  

Being independent, choosing the things you want to do biased on your own ideas and feelings, not the feelings or ideas of others.

Being yourself, choosing the things you like on your own.  Choosing to act in a way that makes you enjoy and not the way others want you to act because they think it’s the best for you.  

Choice, a decision about you want.  I’ve got to make a choice between the two jobs.

Choose, to decide from a number things the one you want.  She chose to study chemistry.

Doing what you want, choosing things or ways to act on your own.

Evaluate, to judge the importance or value of something after studying its good and bad points.  She studied the problem by evaluating the good and points of 

Embarrassed, Nervous, worried, or uncomfortable in front of other people.  People feel embarrassed about small things that they have done which make them appear silly to other people, such as forgetting someone’s name or going to a party in the wrong type of clothes.  If someone is sorry because they have done something very bad and important they feel ashamed not embarrassed.  

Loose face,

Ashamed, feeling bad about something you have done wrong.  She was very ashamed that she had stolen the money.

Interest, a wish or desire to know more about something.  Something you do or study because you enjoy it.  She was interested in volleyball.  

Self, you whole being, you the person. 

Yourself, the self of you, You are your own person.  You are yourself.
Self-interest, interest in what is best for you,   that is the things that interest yourself.

Self-centered, interest in things your yourself.   He liked to do things that interested himself.  He was self-centered.

Independent thinking, thinking for yourself, not influenced from of yourself.  You are an independent thinker when you think for yourself.

Influence, an effect that someone or something has on events, behavior, or opinions.  The farther used his influence to get his son a job.

Independent, able to take care of yourself, to look after yourself.  Free, not controlled or governed by others

Nervous,  frightened or worried.  He was nervous about being alone in the house at night.

Option, the freedom to choose whether you will do something or not.  You must do it; you have no other option.

Evaluating options, looking and thinking about the choices available to you.  You choose things biased on evaluating your options.

Problem, a difficult situation that has to be dealt with or thought about.  I’ve got a problem with the chain on my bike. It keeps falling off.

Selfish, caring only about your own advantage and not caring about other people.  He took all the candy and left none for the other people.  He was very selfish.

Solve, to find an answer to something or way out of dealing with it.  I’m trying to solve the problem to make things better.

Thinking for yourself, thinking without the influence from others.  

Who should choose the courses you take in high school?  The state, your teachers, your parents or you?

Your parents may want  you to be a farmer or work in their business but you want to go to university. What should you do?

Is it ok to do things your parents don’t want you to do but you like to do?  You want to go to go to the movies but your parents think you should study more that night.  What should you do?

Is it selfish to do things other people don’t want to do?  Your three friends all want to play volleyball but you want to go buy a book so they can’t have teams.  Are you being selfish?

Is acting out of self interest bad?  You are interested in history but your parents think you should study physics.  You sign up for a research course in history.  Is that bad?
Should you be embarrassed by choices you make that others would not make?  You think dressing a certain way is ok but others do not.  You might be laughed at because of the way you dress.  What should you do?
Is losing face a bad thing that affects you?  You want to do something in class but some of fellow students think you should not.  You might loose face.  What should you do?
